Is my child eligible for a
voucher?

To be eligible for a voucher your child must be:
aged o to 18 years, and
a resident in Victoria, and
named on a valid Australian Government
Health Care Card or Pensioner Concession
Card, and
named on a valid Australian Government
Medicare Card.

Special consideration may apply if your child
doesn't meet the eligibility criteria but is aged 0
to 18 years, a resident in Victoria and meets one
of the following criteria:
child is currently residing in Victorian Care
Services; or
the child/family is a temporary or
provisional visa holder, undocumented
migrant or international student.

Vouchers can be used to pay for membership,
registration, or participation fees at a registered
Get Active Kids sport or active recreation club,
association or program.

If uniform and equipment are part of the
membership or registration fee, a voucher can
be used to pay for that uniform or equipment (for
example, safety equipment, mouthguards).

Present the voucher code to your activity provider
and get costs off the registration and membership
fee (as well as any included uniforms and/or
equipment).
